The mechanics of participating are simple.  Call 
the host to let them know you are coming so they 
can plan refreshments.  Allow enough time to arrive 
by 6:15 PM.  Rides begin at 6:30 SHARP.  If you 
need a hand with your bike (air in tires, adjustments) 
get there even earlier and someone will be happy to 
help you.

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LIGHTS FOR EVERYONE by Jon Skolwold 
Ever since I was a child I’ve been impressed with 

flashlights, like, I am sure many children were and still 
are.  I was intrigued by the possibility of seeing things 
in the dark anywhere, anytime I wanted.  Somehow 
this was different than flicking on the light switch.  
There was something about not being connected to 
an outlet in the house that was thrilling.  There was a 
certain amount of freedom with that battery powered 
device.  And, there was the unknown.  The flashlight, 
with its narrow beam of light, would reveal things one 
at a time and there was always a little apprehension 
about what next it would show.  I remember one of 
my first night time bike rides.  With my trusty flashlight 
strapped to the basket on the front of my bike I 
thought I was good to go.  It was a dark night and 
somehow the beam from that flashlight wasn’t as 
bright as it seemed to be when I was reading comics 
under my blankets, late at night.  Maybe the batteries 
weren’t as good as they could have been, but that 
didn’t help when I ran into the back of a parked car 
that I didn’t see!  Fortunately there was no damage 
done except, maybe, to the flashlight which bounced 
out of the basket and landed with a crash on the road. 

Things have come a long way since that little 
accident of mine.  I am still intrigued with battery 
powered lights.  I am particularly impressed with the  

new LED lights that can be put most anywhere.  They 
even make one that you can strap to your forehead.  
Most importantly they make them for bicycles.  They 
are small and use very little power.  They are bright 
enough to see the road ahead (and parked cars) and 
they come with flashing red lights for the back so 
drivers can see you when they approach you.  So as 
the nights get shorter, remember, “see and be seen”.  
You wouldn’t want to be running into any parked cars.  
You might not be as lucky as I was.  Also, remember 
to turn them off when you are done so they are ready 
for your next ride.

Time Trials  continue to be held every Wed 
evening starting at 6:30 pm through Sept 17th at 
Aqueduct Park in Niskayuna (Mohawk River at the 
Rexford bridge).
