Come World War 2, they might have slowed down a
bit with the war effort, but coming out of that was
better equipment, the 10th Mountain Division ski
soldiers became visionary about large ski areas and
the sport exploded. Our next crisis was the 1970's
fuel crisis - sound familiar? The club continued to
exist to meet the needs of people with a common
interest and a Clubhouse at Stowe was born.
